STUDIES PROVE SUMMER READING PROGRAMS BO OST ACHIEVE-

MENT

A recent study confirmed what numerous earlier studies found ï 

that students who take part in their local libraryôs summer reading pro-
grams significantly improve their reading skills.   

The study , done by Dominican Universityôs Graduate School of 
Library and Information Studies, found that kids who participated in 
summer reading programs tested 52 Lexile points ahead of their peers 
who did not participate.  A Lexile is a unit of measurement used when 
determining the difficulty of text and the reading level of readers.  

The study also concluded summer reading programs are an anti-
dote for learning loss. So instead of losing knowledge and skills during 
the summer months, children who attend reading programs actually 
show gains.  
Fauquier County Public Library is presenting two free summer reading 

programs this year: Amazing Tales  for children and You Are Here: But 
Books Take You Anywhere  for students entering sixth grade or higher. 
The programs will engage participants in activities that encourage read-
ing and learning over the summer months, but are also packed with fun.  
Registration for the programs begins online Sunday, June 5, at 

http://1.usa.gov/brJ5ZI  and at all of the countyôs public libraries on Mon-

day, June 6. Weekly programs and special events ð many of which the 

whole family can enjoy ð begin June 11 and continue through Aug. 6.  

Participants set their own personal reading goals when they register 

based on the types of books they like to read and how many books they 

plan to complete by the end of the eight -week programs. The library's 

goal is for participants to collectively read 30,000 by Friday, Aug. 12, the 

last day to update book logs. Recommended reading suggestions are 

available on the library's website, and print versions of the book lists 

may be picked up at any Fauquier library beginning June 5.  

Children  are entitled to one spin of the prize wheel each week after up-

dating their reading logs. Teens are eligible to draw a prize each week 

after updating their online book logs, plus they can earn more prizes by 

completing short book reviews to  be posted on the libraryôs Facebook 

page.   

Amazing Tales  features weekly story times and programs for babies and 

children through fifth grade, special family events, and games and activi-

ties that are fun and encourage reading. Special events include a visit 

from amazing live wild animals, tree stories, Mayhem the Clown, animal 

shelter pets and friends, Mexico and butterflies celebration, and finale 

program by Magician Mike Klee.  

Weekly Amazing Tales  programs include crafts, family movies, and story 

times. The popular Tween Scene, for students who are not quite old 

enough for the teen programs, returns this summer. Tween Scene activi-

ties, designed for rising 4 th  and 5 th  graders, will feature art projects, sci-

ence experiments, and games.  

You Are Here: But Books Take You Anywhere , the libraryôs summer read-

ing program for students entering sixth grade or higher, features a Harry 

Potter party, origami, locker crafts, book and game swaps, and making 

no-sew blankets for foster children. A game -of - the -month club and lots 

of good reads will keep everyone sharp during the dog days of summer.
